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 DRUMMING 
   By Fiona Stoddart 

 
Taiko drumming is a physically intense, highly choreographed, extremely 
addictive amalgamation of traditional Japanese and modern rhythms  
guaranteed to make even the fittest person sweat! I cannot put into words 
the joy I get from this fantastic art form and yet it is so little known in this  
country, and in particular central Scotland and that, to me, is a great shame. 
 

Today it is played throughout the world mostly as an art form in its own 
right although that has not always been the case. Taiko drumming has  
enjoyed various reincarnations over the centuries. Many believe the first 
taiko drums travelled to Japan with the spread of Buddhism. Even if this is 
the case, there is no doubt it is the Japanese who have transformed it into 
what it is today. 
 

I am a member of a group called Mugenkyo Taiko Drummers. Mugenkyo 
are Europe’s only professional touring company of this highly physical art 
form. Based at the Mugen Taiko Dojo in the South Lanarkshire country-
side, Mugenkyo have established a solid reputation for their gritty, passion-
ate style, setting themselves firmly at the forefront of taiko drumming in 
Europe through rigorous touring, truly living up to their name “limitless  
reverberation”. 
 

The Mugen Taiko Dojo is the UK’s first centre for taiko drumming and as 
well as being the base for Mugenkyo, it is also dedicated to spreading and 
developing taiko through teaching work. Hands-on workshops are run 
regularly there and also slightly more locally in Edinburgh and Glasgow. I 
would urge all of you to come and have a go sometime. It is accessible to 
everyone and really is such great fun! Just ask my dad! (Gives a new mean-
ing to the term ‘Session’ Clerk, doesn’t it?  Ed.) 

Taiko 
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If, for whatever reason, you feel it’s not for you, I highly recommend com-
ing along to one of the Scottish dates of our 8-week Autumn tour. You’ll 
find us in the Byre Theatre in St Andrews on 2nd November, Perth’s Con-
cert Hall on 3rd  November and we finish our tour in style in Edinburgh’s 
Usher Hall on Friday 4th November.  

What can you expect on the night? A very  
diverse show with powerful rhythms on an array 
of instruments from small hand-held drums to the 
thunderous reverberations of the huge Odaiko big 
drum, delicate bamboo flute, layers of percussive 
soundscapes all integrated to create a hard-
hitting, highly choreographed, dramatically lit 
treat for both the ears and the eyes!

 King James!   

    400 today! 
                                          
If you happened to be around in August 1611 you would have been one of the 
first people to be able to acquire and read the new King James Version of the 
Bible which had been published the previous May, after seven years on the 
drawing board. 
 
The “King James” was named after King James VI of Scotland who became 
King James 1 of England in 1603. One of the first things that he did when he 
became King was to convene a conference to discuss the differences that  
existed at the time between the bishops of the Church of England and the  
Puritans, who wanted reform of the Church. The conference took place in  
January 1604 and became known as the Hampton Court Conference. 
 
Although the Puritan approach did not win the backing of the king,  who felt 
that they were attacking the Church itself, James did, however, welcome the 
opportunity, presented by the Puritans, to permit a new translation of the Bible 
and ordered both Oxford and Cambridge Universities to work together on this 
project. 
 
The end result of the co-operation between the universities was “the King 
James”. Within 300 years, this translation transformed how English people 
spoke to each other, how we wrote our books and how we see our God. The 
translation of the Bible has had enormous consequences not just for England 
but for all English speaking nations, including Scotland, and this is still  
significant today.  
 

On 28th August 2011 Limekilns Church held a special  
service to mark the 400 th anniversary of the King James Bible.

      SCOUT ‘COOKER DRIVE’! 

  

 
 
There can be few people on the planet who have never 

been to a Beetle Drive and enjoyed the chase of numbers from the dice in  
order to qualify for the various parts required to assemble the little insect.  
Why not come along to a ‘Cooker Drive’ for a change and help the 81st Sea 
Scout Group buy the new heating gadget for the new kitchen? 
 Our Cooker Drive is to take place on Friday 23 September at the 
Scout Hall .  Instead of throwing, say, a six in order to draw the beetle’s body, 
you get to draw the basic cooker shape.  Then you’ll go on to throw the  
numbers needed for the knobs, the hotplates, and so on until you have assem-
bled the complete cooker. 
 Why a Cooker Drive?   In all the time the Scout Hall has been open the 
one problem area has been the kitchen:  right from the start it has been  
considered a bit too small when the hall is being used by a large number of 
people.   Plans have been drawn up again and again over the past decade in 
well-meant efforts to change the layout for the better (thank you David Souter 
for being so patient with us) but somehow work never got going.   Until now.  
The Group Executive committee decided at the beginning of August that it 
was now or never, and set in train the changes required to bring the kitchen up 
to scratch.   At the heart of the new kitchen will be an industrial-grade electric 
cooker which cost, well, a great deal, but is very necessary to cope with the 
task of serving around 100 meals at the annual Burns Supper. 
 When work is finished the Scout Hall will begin to be marketed to  
other Scout Groups, not just in this area but around Scotland and even south 
of the Border as many Groups like to use good facilities for their camps.  And 
the 81st must have one of the best locations of any Scout Group anywhere in 
the country, and which is ideal for all sorts of uses. 
 Please put 23 September in your diary and support our efforts to make 
the Scout Hall a better place for our youngsters. The new cooker has been 
delivered and should have been in use by the night of the Beetle Drive – it
