Like any gift, we can choose to accept or reject, receive or 
ignore. We are not forced to do anything. Jesus comes to offer us 
light in the darkness.

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�� IMEKILNS PARISH CHURCH  
 BUILDING PROJECT UPDATE 

 
Folks, it is a while since we gave you an update on our 
project to revitalise the church so here is a brief paper 
to give you the latest. While there may not seem to be 
much to show at the moment, a lot has been going on 
to move our project forward. 
 
· Our Architect, David Murdoch has agreed plans with the Steering 

Group and submitted these for Planning Approval with Fife Council. 
You may have seen the Planning Application details in the press  

 recently. We expect to hear back from them by early in the New Year. 
 

· Having submitted a very large request for financial support from  
 Heritage Lottery Fund (over £200,000), they requested that we  
          appoint a specialist architect for all Conservation work. Our  
 fundraiser,  June Denton, carried out a lot of research and ground 
 work to deal with this and we now have Tom Morton on board from 
 ARC architects in Cupar who will be responsible to David Murdoch 
 for Conservation elements of our work. Hopefully, this will satisfy 
 HLF and Historic Scotland. 
 

· Lord Elgin, as patron of our project, has written personally to a  
 number of individual trusts with whom he has a close contact and we 
 are very optimistic of a positive outcome from these. 
 

· We now wait – economic times are tough and charitable trusts are 
finding things tough too so incoming funds are slow. We are still very 
optimistic of success as are June Denton and her VThree colleagues. 

 

· However, we are not sitting back doing nothing; Paul Denton has 
been working with us to produce Church Christmas Cards and  

 calendars so I hope you will support our little fundraiser. 
 

You can get a full showing of the latest plans submitted for Planning  
Approval on the church website.  What will make all this worthwhile is  
seeing a greater link between Church and Community. This is the whole 
purpose of the project and the sooner we start the better. As the Wayside 
Pulpit sign said:  

“This is your building, talk to us about what we can do together”.

�� NNUAL TRIP TO CENTRAL SERBIA 
 
I and another volunteer travelled to central Serbia in August to carry 

out our craft workshops with the various organisations our charity supports, 
namely Kraljevo Red Cross, Cerebral Palsy unit, Trstenik, Mental and physi-
cally handicapped society for young people, Kragujevac, Old people’s home, 
Mataruska Banja and Ribnica Kultural centre. This was our first visit to this 
centre and we were impressed to see how it supports the young children and 
older people and their plans for the future. They have daily events for the 
children, social events for all ages and are planning to make a quiet area in 
the centre grounds where the elderly can go to have a chat and relax.  We 
held a workshop there and many people came and went during the day, all 
taking part and expressing their interest in future classes. 
 

During our visit we were able to distribute some of the aid which we had sent 
across by lorry earlier in the year and it was a delightful and humbling  
experience to see how well it was received. 
 

We also managed to visit two of the collective centres in Mataruska Banja 
where some of the homeless refugees and displaced persons are still living.   
I was pleased to meet up with two of my "special ladies" whom I had met on 
my first visit to Serbia and who have attended all our workshops since we 
started and happy to see that although they were still housed in a collective 
centre, the conditions are much better than their previous one, which I am 
pleased to report has now closed.  
 

The only thing they asked for was personal hygiene 
items and cleaning materials. They expressed their 
thanks for all the help they have received from their 
"Scottish friends" but still cannot understand why people 
who do not know them want to help them! 
 
During last year, just after we left Serbia, this area suffered an earthquake 
with extensive damage the epicentre taking place in one of the villages which 
housed refugees and displaced persons in a collective centre - this being a 
large hall divided into approximately 10x10 rooms for the people to live in.   
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There was no running water and the toilets were outside up a steep hill.   You 
can imagine our delight to find that this centre is also closed and we were 
able to meet up with one of the oldest ladies from the centre who has been 
rehoused and she was absolutely delighted to show us round her new home, 
which has running water, a flush toilet and bath and a separate room for her 
bedroom.   She was so happy and so were we! 
 

The situation is still fraught for many people and daily life is a struggle  
especially for the elderly with no family to help, but things are slowly getting  
better and it is good to see all the different organisations working together to 
benefit these people who have suffered so much. 
 

We would like to take this opportunity to thank everyone who has helped 
support our charity over the years and allowing us to help these needy  
people.

Dear Friends & Sponsors 
 Here we are back in Namibia.  We have been here for three weeks now 
and, frankly, are enjoying temperatures of over 30C!  As ‘our children’ are 
spread over a fair area of the country now, we try to be open to God’s guidance 
as to where we should be, and  when.  We should not, therefore, have been  
surprised to find ourselves doing a bit of farming during the first week! 
 
 

Sadly, Coebus Barnard died very suddenly recently.  He and Monika taught child 
evangelism in the Bible School and did outreach with the children of Imkerhof 
and surrounding area.  Monika is left with the farm to manage so Udo offered the 
Bible students for two days to help her.  “Help to  carry one another’s  
burdens” (Galations 6:2) in action.  On the second day, we had just finished  
planting tiny tomato & chilli seedlings when we experienced a fantastic hail 
storm.  We all ran for cover and then a bolt of lightening passed within a metre 
of me in the kitchen!   
 

The next two weeks saw us in Otjiwarongo to visit ‘our’ three teenagers who are 
at school there.  We went to visit three kids and found that we had about  
thirteen!  The others, though not Imkerhof kids, are part of ‘Children of Promise 
Namibia’.  There we helped with homework, did crafts, sewed bags, purses and 
phone covers, swam, BBQd and visited Waterberg National Park.  Great fun was 
had by all. 
 

Back to Imkerhof for a couple of days and then a day trip out to Okondjatu.   
Sadly, Josef decided to leave the foster family since last year and has gone to 
live on a farm where his mother is with her boyfriend.  It is sad because it means 
that he is not continuing his schooling and we don’t know what the future will 
hold for him.  We continue to pray for him and for Stanley.  We were pleased to 
find that the official electricity supply had been installed for Mavis & Engelberd; 
they had had some of their flooring tiled and had managed to plant some chillies, 
beetroot, carrots & maize at their plot. 
 

At this point we have already been to Okahandja and are planning our visit to  
Arandis where many of our children live.  I will keep this news for the next  
letter.  In case I don’t get it off before Christmas we would wish you a very 
blessed time from us and all the families here in Namibia.
